How to get to KoWi from Brussels airport by bus
The “airport line” – bus number 12 - is the easiest and cheapest way to reach KoWi. 

You can find the bus stop at level -1 under the arrival terminal. You can reach this level by taking either the lift or the escalator. 
The airport line goes three times per hour, from 07:00 a.m. to 20:00 p.m.  The trip takes around 30 minutes.  Stay on the bus until you reach the stop called, “Gare du Luxemburg”. You must then go 10 minutes by foot, taking the street “Rue d’Idalie” in the direction of “Rue du Trône”. At the end of the street you turn right. Our building is located on the corner (N° 98).

The price for the bus ticket is around 5 euros.

By train
It takes around 20 minutes to reach the city center by train. The “Airport City Express” goes four times per hour and operates from 05:30 a.m. to 23:00 p.m.  You can stop of at either, “Brussels Midi”, “Gare Central” or “Gare du Nord”. 
The price for a one-way ticket is around 2.80 euros (4.30 for first class).

 The train station is located at level -1, under the arrival terminal. You can get there by taking either the lift or the escalator.  Get off the train at “Gare du Midi” and take the underground “Metro” line (N° 2) in the direction of “Simonis”.  Continue in this line until you arrive at,  “Trône” station. You then walk for around 10 minutes until you reach our building, N° 98.

By taxi
You can find the taxi stop directly at the arrival terminal. The price to go to the city center by taxi is around 30 euros.
